Application

How do I go about applying for the JEMES programme?

Please follow the guidelines on the JEMES homepage: http://www.jemes.eu/pages/admissions.php
In general the application needs to be completed and sent in schedule (see below for deadlines) by mail/post to the university you wish to start at.

On the JEMES homepage a provisional online application is installed for students to register. This, however, does not replace the paper-based application per mail/post. 

How do I go about applying for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship to fund my studies?

At the end of the application form you will be asked to choose whether you wish to apply for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship as well. Please tick the box saying ‘yes’ if you want to apply for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship. In addition to that, please note that only complete applications which are handed in punctually (see below) can be considered.

When is the deadline for submission of applications for the said academic year?

For category A (non EU) students the deadline for submission for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship is the 31st of December every year. For category B the deadline for lodging your application is the 31st of March every year.

If you want to apply as a self-funded student the deadline is the 31st of May.

Concerning the deadlines is the post stamp considered or the date of arrival at the university?

The 31st of December for category A (non EU) students / the 31st of March for category B (EU students) respectively are the latest dates for the application to arrive at the university. We advise students to send their paper applications some days before the deadline, using a fast international delivery company, in order to ensure the application reaches the chosen university in time.

Can I first submit some of my documents and send the remaining papers once I have?

Yes, this is possible as long as the application is completed punctually.

Are there any cover letters for my recommendation letters? Should they be sent in one envelope with other documents or must they be submitted by referees themselves in closed envelopes? 


There are no specific requirements for the recommendation letters: they can be sent in any kind of paper, either by you or the referees, in a sealed envelope or not.
What if I only finish my degree in June or July? Can I still apply?

Yes you can. Please ask for a declaration at your university stating when you are due to finish your studies. Please bear in mind that if you are accepted in the degree, your acceptance will be provisionary. It will only have effect once you send us your final degree certificate and transcript.
I have a problem handing in the GRE scores. Can I get an exemption from sending the GRE scores in?

In general an exemption is only possible for candidates having obtained their first university degree in a country which has signed the Bologna Declaration or for candidates obtaining a scholarship from the DAAD or another recognised German  or EU scholarship organization.

Unfortunately, students who are not fulfilling these criteria cannot altogether be exempted from the GRE requirement. It is, however, possible to get an extension of the deadline if good reason is provided. In order to get an extension please contact the university of your choice early before the regular deadline. Please note that a final decision regarding admission can be taken only on the basis of a fully completed application.

Where do I have to send my application form?

The application form needs to be sent to the university you wish to start at.

 Do the documents which I handed in through the online pre-enrolment need to be submitted again through post/air mail?

Yes, please note that the online application is only provisional and does not replace the paper-based application sent per mail. As a matter of fact you are required to send your application by mail.

Can I apply per mail if no internet access is available?

Please see above.

I applied last year but did not get a scholarship. Do I have to send all my documents/application form again?

You have to send us a complete new application because you may have improved your curriculum during the following academic year.
 If I am accepted, can I postpone my acceptance to the following year?

It is not possible to postpone an acceptance to the following year. You may improve your curriculum during the following year, so you should apply again.
 I am an European citizen who was awarded an Erasmus scholarship within the Erasmus mobility programme. Can I still apply to an Erasmus Mundus Category B scholarship? 
Yes, you can apply to an Erasmus Mundus scholarship.

 I applied for an Erasmus Mundus scholarship but was not awarded one. Can I undergo this programme even without Erasmus Mundus scholarship?

Yes, of course you can, as long as we are accepting the degree. If you applied for an Erasmus Mundus scholarships and were not one of the selected students, your application is still valid as a self funded student, i.e., a student who attends the master course without an Erasmus Mundus scholarship. In this case you don’t have to apply again. 

 If I am not awarded an Erasmus Mundus scholarship, is there any other funding available that I can apply for?

You should look for that in your country or at international organisations. Please search the web because we don't know of anything else.

 Where can I find the results of the selection meeting?

By end January (Category A scholarships) and end May (Category B scholarships) you’ll know if you were selected or not to an Erasmus Mundus scholarship. You will receive an email with the information of whether you were placed on the main list for an Erasmus Mundus scholarship or on the reserve list. In either case this means you were accepted in the degree. 
 What does it mean to be on the main list or reserve list?

Being on the main list means your name was chosen to be awarded an Erasmus Mundus scholarship and that the consortium is only waiting for the final decision from the European Commission.
Being on the reserve list means you were accepted in the degree but there were other students who are higher in the ranking list and whose names were selected for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship above yours. Only if some of these students withdraw, the consortium will be able to call students on the reserve list, taking into account the ranking list.

 I received an e-mail saying my name was on the reserve list for Erasmus Mundus scholarships that was submitted to the European Commission whom were aimed to take the formal decision in due time. When and how are the applicants going to be informed on that final decision?

Students are selected for the main and reserve list in March. Each consortium submits those lists for a formal approval by the European Commission. The European Commission does not change the lists. However, until they do give their final approval the lists are not final. Consortiums have to wait for their authorization in order to send the Welcome packages to the students who are on the main list. So, unless some students from the main list withdraw, the consortium will not be able to call students on the reserve list.

 I’m on the reserve list. What are my chances of passing to the main list? 

Your chances depend on your ranking on the reserve list and on the withdrawals of students from the main list. If this happens, you’ll receive an email from the consortium offering you the scholarship.
 If I am placed on the reserve list, can I still attend the degree?

Yes, you can. Being on the reserve list means you were accepted to the degree without an Erasmus Mundus scholarship. So, you are a regular student as any other.

 What does it mean to be a self funded student?

A self funded student is a student who does not have an Erasmus Mundus scholarship. This student can have any other kind of scholarship, just not one sponsored by the European Commission.

 I have already participated in the JEMES programme as a self funded student for one year. Is it possible to apply for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship next year?

No, unfortunately this is not possible.

In the event that I cannot raise enough funds for this fall, can I begin the programme in the Spring semester (February) or even defer my acceptance to the fall of the following academic year?

No. there is no such possibility. You were accepted in the edition for which you applied for. You must start next September. If you want to start in the following academic year, you must apply again next year.
 Are there any other scholarships apart from the Erasmus Mundus?

Yes, there is the "Consortium Scholarship" for self funded students who were accepted in the degree. You will automatically apply for this scholarship once you enroll in the programme.
 What is the "Consortium Scholarship" for self funded students? 

The "Consortium Scholarship" for European as well as non European applicants is a scholarship which covers the JEMES participation fee and additionally provides the students with 2000 EUR per year for mobility assistance. Each consortium university can award to the best ranked European applicant to the degree (one per consortium university). Please, be aware of our last meeting decisions. 
 What are the requirements to be eligible for this scholarship?

The only requirement is to be accepted in the programme and enrol in it.
 How is the "Consortium Scholarship" paid?

In the beginning of the first academic year the student receives half of the total value of the scholarship, minus the tuition fee, which will automatically be paid. In the beginning of the 2nd academic year the procedure is the same. The amount of 2000 EUR yearly will be paid by bank transfer, to the grantee’s bank account.

 I am a European citizen. How and when can I apply for mobility grant?

What is the minimum score I must obtain in the English exam?

IELTS: 6.5;

TOEFL: 550 paper based, 213 computer based, 79 web-based;

Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in English or Cambridge Certificate in Advanced English: in this case there is no minimum score. You must have passed in one of these exams.

 My English exam result will only be available after the deadline. Can I still apply for the programme and scholarship? 

You can send it after that date. However, you must mention in your application that you are waiting for the results and will send them as soon as you get them. Please bear in mind that if you are accepted/chosen to receive an Erasmus Mundus scholarship, your acceptance will be provisionary. It will only have effect once you send us your English exam result.
 I will only take the English exam after the application deadline. Can I still apply for the programme?

Yes. Please see answer above.

 Must TOEFL or IELTS send the exam result directly to the University or can I send a copy?



We must receive an original, not a copy, either sent from you or directly from TOEFL/IELTS.

 I come from an English speaking country. Do I also need to send a TOEFL/IELTS score report?

If you are not a native English speaker from the following countries: United States, Australia, United Kingdom, New Zealand and Ireland, you need to send a TOEFL/IELTS valid score report. Applications from students from other English speaking countries will be analysed on a one-to-one basis.
 Where do I need send my TOEFL score?

The TOEFL score needs to be sent to the university at which you lodged your application.

 Could you provide me with the code of your university so that the ETS can send my TOEFL score directly to you university?

For the TUHH the code is 8165.

For the AAU the code is 8892.

The UAB is not registered at the ETS.

For the UA the code is 3414.

II
Tuition fees

 How much are the participation fees?

Tuition fees are 8.000€ per academic year for Category A (Non EU students) scholarship holders and 3.000€ for Category B (EU students) scholarship holders and self funded students. Self funded students pay fees at once or in 4 instalments or 750€ each.

 Do I have to pay participation fees even if I receive an Erasmus Mundus scholarship?

Yes, you have. All students pay participation fees, regardless having or not an Erasmus Mundus scholarship. Participation fees are used for paying teachers and administrative staff, for the general management of the degree, etc, etc…
 I want to attend the degree as a self funded student. When should I pay participation fees?

You should pay the first instalment of the participation fees before arrival, to secure a place in the programme. However, you can also pay the whole tuition fee prior to your arrival, if you prefer.
III
Arrival preparation

 What do the universities do in order to help students apply for their visas?



We send you an acceptance letter which you’ll take to the embassy in order to apply for the visa. We also send a fax/email to the embassies with the names of the students who were accepted in the degree (UA, TUHH).

 Can I send the Consent Form for the deduction of fees by email?

No, you should fill, print it and send it to us by mail/post.

 I was granted an Erasmus Mundus scholarship. Does it include a health and travel insurance?

Yes, it does. You’ll have a complete health insurance valid in all countries of the world.
For further information please read through the general information conditions: http://www.jemes.eu/downloads/Insurance-General-conditions.pdf
Amongst others it says: ‘The coverage starts at the moment when the insured leaves his/her usual place of residence or home to make his/her way to his/her destination abroad and ends on the day specified on the Declaration of Insureds as the final expiry date or as much earlier as the return of the insured to his/her usual place of residence or home (...). 

The beginning of the insurance can be anticipated of maximum 2 months towards the date initially planned in the list mentioning the Insureds if the Insured arrives earlier at his destination. The end of the cover may be postponed of maximum 3 months towards the date initially planned in the list mentioning the Insureds if the Insured stays longer abroad (…).

The coverage in relation to Sections 3 and 4 remains applicable, during the period of validity of the contract, also during the temporary stay of the insured in his/her usual place of residence or home, for a period of a maximum of 4 consecutive weeks, insofar as this temporary stay is linked to a visit to the family, holiday or if the insured because of sickness or accident is repatriated to his/her usual place of residence or home as foreseen under Section 5.’
 How does it work? How can I activate it?

The insurance will be activated from the day you leave your home country to travel to your home university.

 How do I use it if I need to go to a medical appointment or to the hospital?

You have to read the insurance’s instructions upon arrival. At your arrival your coordinator in charge will provide you with an assistance insurance card. Always remember to keep the Assistance Card with you when travelling and for the whole duration of your stay.

VI
Arrival and integration

 As a holder of the Erasmus Mundus scholarship when can I receive the first amount of money in my bank account? How much money do I need to start with?

You need to arrive in the country you enrol in the JEMES programme, open a new bank account and sign the scholarship contract. Then the money can be deposited in your bank account. To be on the save side, we would advise to bring money for the first four weeks along. Please be aware that you might have to pay a deposit (300 EUR deposit & 50 EUR key deposit) and the lease (210 EUR) for the first month before you will receive the money in your bank account.

What will be the cost (both participation and accommodation) for a self-funded student for the JEMES programme?

The participation fees for the JEMES programme amounts to 4000 EUR for category A (Non EU) students and 1500 EUR for Category B (EU members) students per semesters. This makes a total of 16000 EUR for category A students and 6000 EUR for category B students for the complete master programme.

The accommodation and living costs may differ from country to country. For Hamburg the DAAD estimates the monthly living expenses at least 665 EUR. 

In Denmark the costs are approximately between 650 to 800 EUR per month.
In Spain living costs depend on the accommodation. If accommodation is shared the costs are approximately 384 €/ month, and if not, 767€/month. Additionally you have to add the food costs, which may vary from 250€ up to 350 €.

In Portugal living costs may differ between 500 and 600€ per month (including accommodation, food, local transportation, school material and health insurance).

 Above the general JEMES annual fee and living expenses, are there other fees I will need to pay? 

At the University of Aveiro (UA) as well as at the TUHH you won't have to pay any other local tuition fee. However, the other universities of the consortium may have a local tuition fee (of a very low value).

Is there any difference between the facilities for scholarship funded students and self-funded students? Or between European and non-European students?

No, all students are treated the same and offered the same service.

VII
Registration

How and when do I have to enrol myself at Courses/subjects?

There are different procedures in different universities. 

At the TUHH you do not have to enrol at courses but simply visit the lectures regularly. At the end the result of the exam will be decisive.

At the UA you’ll be automatically enrolled to the mandatory subjects upon arrival. Optional subjects will be chosen along with the course coordination and you’ll enrol directly at your Department.

For information on UAB and AAU please contact the universities.

VIII
Mobility

 Will I study in all the consortium countries?

You won’t mandatorily study in all the consortium countries: 
JEMES: you’ll start your studies in one university in one stream of studies. In the 2nd semester you’ll move to the other stream of studies in another university. In the 3rd semester you can come back to the first stream and first university (or change university again) or even continue in the 2nd stream of studies. What is mandatory is the mobility to at least one different country (apart from the one where the student begins his studies) and to study in 2 streams. So, if you start in UA or TUHH (technological stream), you’ll have to move to either UAB or AAU. If you start in UAB or AAU (management stream), you’ll move either to TUHH or UA in the 2nd semester. In the 3rd semester you can choose wherever to go to. To sum up, in the end you can study only in 2 universities of different streams or study in more than 2 universities/countries.

You need to make your decision and tell it to the local coordinator / assistant coordinator and to the other University coordinator/assistant coordinator by May 15th / November 15th the latest.

When I move to a different consortium university (and country), how will my scholarship be paid?
Your home institution will continue to pay your scholarship directly into your bank account. It is not possible to transfer your scholarship into a different bank account in another country.

 How will I be able to withdraw money from my bank account if I am in another country?


If you go to any country using the Euro currency, you will be able to withdraw money from any ATM machine without paying additional taxes. If you go to a country that does not use Euro currency, like Denmark, you can still withdraw money from ATM machines. However, you will pay taxes each time you do that. So, the best solution in this specific case is to open a bank account there and transfer the complete amount of your scholarship from your bank account to a Danish bank account. This way, you’ll only pay taxes once (when you transfer the money).
Do I have to participate in any language courses?
Yes, all JEMES students have to participate in national language classes over the period of the JEMES programme.
For students who started the programme in 2007, 2008 and 2009 two language courses are obligatory whilst for students starting in 2010 only one language course is obligatory. Please, as your participation in those language courses is compulsory make sure you get official approval for your participation.

When do the language courses start? When do they take place?
This depends on the university you visit. Please contact surf at the websites of the universities to gather further information.
